If needed, soothing Paw Balm will be applied to 
help heal cracked and dry paws. (Included in Pawlour 
Package)     

pet-a-cure polish   Choose from a select collection of 
gorgeous nail finishes, to add a signature color and look to 
your pet’s paws.  (Short-haired breeds only.)  
ear cleaning   Keeping your pet’s ears clean promotes 
good hygiene and feels so much better. We gently clean each 
ear to soothe irritated tissue and remove excess wax and dirt 
build-up. If needed, excess hair from inside the ear is 
removed.  (Included in Pawlour Package)     

teeth brushing   Keep those pearly whites sparkling and 
fresh with regular teeth brushing.
